Rosella grew up in Grand Island, and graduated from
Grand Island High School in 1952. Shortly after her graduation, Rosella
married Robert C. Nelson on June 22, 1952 in Grand Island. Robert was
enlisted in the United States Army during the Korean Conflict, so while he was
serving his country, Rosi lived in El Paso, Texas. In 1955 after his honorable
discharge, they would move back to Marquette. In 1962 they moved to the
Phillips area, where she would raise her children and help Robert on the farm.
Following Robert’s death in 2007, Rosi continued to stay on the farm until
2015 when she moved to Lincoln. 

 Rosi was a member of the Monroe Evangelical Free Church, where she was
very active, serving on the WMS, an Awana Leader, and a Women’s Bible
Study Group. She enjoyed sewing, cross stitch, and quilting.
